DELTA PHI EPSILON
MODEL CONSTITUTION FOR COLLEGIATE CHAPTERS 

PREAMBLE
We, the sorors of the DELTA PHI EPSILON Sorority, in order to foster and promote the ideals and principles of this Sorority, do establish this Constitution for the Beta Theta Chapter of the DELTA PHI EPSILON Sorority.

This chapter shall derive its rights, privileges, duties, and power solely from the Beta Theta Chapter Constitution and By-Laws, which shall not be in conflict with any of the provisions of the International Constitution and By-Laws of DELTA PHI EPSILON sorority or any of the rules, regulations or legislation of the International Governing Board, the applicable la, or at Kean University of New Jersey, and the policies, procedures, rules, and resolutions enacted, and from time to time supplemented and revised, all in pursuance thereof, which are fully adopted and incorporated herein by this reference as fully an completely as if more fully set forth herein. 

ARTICLE I

MEMBERSHIP
Any women of good moral character, being fully matriculated, be free of probation with restrictions in residence, University-wide disciplinary probation or higher level disciplinary sanctions (University-wide probation with restrictions, suspension, or dismissal) at Kean University, and not being a member of any other National Panhellenic Conference (NPC) sorority, who meets and maintains the standards of academic performance, financial responsibility, conduct, expectations of membership, and other requirements set forth herein and in the DELTA PHI EPSILON Sorority Constitution, By-Laws, rules, policies, and procedures as amended and supplemented from time to time, may be eligible to become and remain a member of this sorority, subject to approval by the voting membership of this chapter under regularly prescribed recruitment procedures, and written consent and approval of the International Governing Board.

ARTICLE II
LEADERSHIP TEAM
SECTION 1.
a. The administrative officers of this chapter (Leadership Team members) shall be President, Vice President Operations, Vice President Programming, Vice President Recruitment, Vice President Membership Development, Vice President Academic Affairs, and Member-at-Large. All officers shall be members in good standing of this chapter.

b. A minimum grade point average of a 2.5 on a 4.0 scale shall be required for eligibility to serve as a Leadership Team member.

c. All of the aforesaid officers shall be chosen by the quorum (majority of active members in good standing) during the election meeting conducted in accordance with the provisions hereof.

ARTICLE III

CHAPTER MEETINGS
SECTION 1.
a. This chapter shall hold at least one meeting per week during the Fall and Spring Semesters, when classes are in session on the Kean University Campus.

b. The Chapter President may declare a simple quorum (majority of active members in good standing plus one).

ARTICLE IV
FINACIAL OBLIGATIONS

SECTION 1.

All new members shall sign a Financial Responsibility Form prior to participating in the Initiation Ritual. One copy Financial Responsibility Form will be retained by the new member, one copy will be submitted to the Chapter Director of Finance, and one copy will be submitted to the Chapter Advisor. Failure to submit this form will result in a delay of Initiation. 
SECTION 2. 

All members are required to pay dues each Fall and Spring semester that they hold active status. Any member who fails to pay will be considered a member not in good standing. Dues are to be paid in full by the close of each semester. Failure to pay dues for two consecutive semesters can result in removal and deactivation from DELTA PHI EPSILON Sorority through Standards Board procedures and approval from the International Headquarters. 

SECTION 3.

All members must be in good standing, which includes meeting all financial obligations, including dues paid in full, in order to be granted alumna status and participate in the Senior to Alumnae Ritual. 
SECTION 4.

Failure to pay financial balances due in full may result in legal action such as, but not limited to, the use of a collection agency to collect past monies due to chapter, and a possible recommendation for disaffiliation. 

ARTICLE V

ALUMANE INITIATE

SECTION 1.
a. Upon compliance with all of the provisions of this Article, this chapter may invite a non-collegiate woman who is not affiliated with another National Panhellenic Conference group and who has distinguished herself to this Sorority for either her academic, social, or philanthropic accomplishments or for benefactions to mankind, who is not a member of another National Panhellenic Conference, sorority to become an alumna initiate of the DELTA PHI EPSILON Sorority.
b. Prior to making any such invitation, an application for permission to confer alumna initiate membership must be secured from the International Governing board and no such alumna initiate membership shall be conferred upon any person without prior written consent and approval of the International Governing Board, after written application in accordance with the provisions hereof. 

ARTIVLE VI

AMENDMENTS

No amendment, alteration, or revision of the provisions of the Constitution shall be made without chapter approval, according to the voting regulations of this chapter. Any alteration of the Constitution must be immediately reported to the Chapter Advisors and the International Headquarters.
